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JENNY SICHEL: 
OK great! Awesome! 

JENNY SICHEL: 
Hello, everybody! We are going to give it a second or two just to let people come in. Then we will hit the road running! 

OK, looks like our attendees are starting to slow down populating. So we will get going because we have some ground to cover. I'm just going to put in the chat the links to the captions â€“ or we will have our captioner at the links in the chat just in case you want to look at the captions in an outside screen. 

My name is Jenny Sichel and I am the national director here at the NCIL, and I planted the conference and I am super excited to see everyone there. Today we are going to review some things that we should know before you go to the conference next week. And go over some things that you might want to bring or think about or be aware of. 

Before we get started though, I will give you a brief on myself. I use she/her pronouns and I am a white female with curly brown hair that is pushed over to one side in a ponytail. We also have some notes on accessibility. 

Captions are available by clicking show subtitle in your resume are, we also have the captions running and there is a link in the chat. We have ASL interpreters present today. 

Let me know in the chat if you cannot see the interpreters at any point. We have a public chat turned on. Please be respectful because we have zero tolerance policy. If anyone is being disrespectful or derogatory we will immediately remove you from the webinar and you will not be allowed to rejoin. We want this to be a safe space environment where people who have been to the conference before can share info, and those who cannot can get valuable information. You are able to send us a message if it becomes distracting and we will turn it off. 

There will also be a question and answer to this webinar. The best way to do this is to click the Q and a box in the bar and submit them that way. We will probably hold off answering questions until the Q&A portion. 

If you are unable to submit them in the Q&A box, on your zoom menubar, you can email me your questions at Jenny@NCIL.org. 

If you are calling in on the phone you can press start nine to show us you have a question, and when we click on you, start six to unmute yourself. 

If you put any questions in the chat, please know the chapter goes quickly sometimes so we may not be able to get to every question. 

Enough about housekeeping. We are going to get started. But I want to learn more about everyone joining us. If you are able to, can you just put what state you are tuning in from in the chat for me. I want to see where everybody is coming in from. Minnesota, North Virginia, oh my gosh this is coming fast and we have a lot of people from a lot of states. This is amazing! This is so cool! Keep it coming! I have seen so many states right now and this is so neat to see. 

Just to keep everything going a little bit, can you also put in the chat if you are a first-time attendee or have been to the conference before. I would love to get a sense of how many people have been before, or first time... anything. We have a bunch of first timers, a bunch of people who have been before â€“ I love this already! 

We have 1/4 time...! Yes! -- a fourth time. Hopefully we live up to your expectations again this year. 

Awesome! I love this. I am so excited that everyone is engaged. 

We are going to get going with today's agenda. We are going to go through our agenda, I will give you some details and info you should know about the upcoming conference, and then I will open it up to everybody with any questions you may have. 

First, we will go over our schedule timetable, then available accommodations. Then we will go over what to bring and what not to bring. A pretty simple menu but we will dive deeper into each one of those topics. 

So we will get started with the conference schedule first. Specifically, the larger events of the conference schedule. 

On Monday morning we actually start with opening plenary. Opening plenary starts at 9 o'clock. We will be hearing from Tony Coelho first as our keynote, and then we will open it up to our ADA back to her future panel. -- Back to the future panel. We would hear from Tony first and then some major advocates. How we can use that knowledge to bring it into the future. 

After opening plenary, the next major event is our workshops right after opening plenary â€“ actually, no. We do not have any workshops the first day. We had a major scheduling change full stop after the advocate session we headed right into the march and rally. 

The merchant itself will start around â€“ we will start gathering around two, 215. Right on the street corner outside of the Hyatt. A bunch of people in bright teal shirt that saved Marshall's on them, you can look for them. People helping out will direct you to your region. We will line up by regions. 

Then, around 3 PM, we will start off with the march. We will take the march down, I think it is 1/9 Street, towards Pennsylvania Avenue, and then take a left onto Pennsylvania Avenue, and headed straight toward the capital. We will be area 12 towards the capital. If you are looking at the capital with the reflecting pool, it will be just to the left of that. 

At the rally itself we will have a stage. I highly recommend bringing some sunscreen... this will all be on the list later. I will not do this right away. But we will have a stated some speakers. That will not last more than an hour. 

After the Ali -- rally, everyone can go off, have dinner,... For the March we will have water, ice, emergency vehicles stationed along the route. We have three of those and two of them will be wheelchair accessible. One of them will be an emergency vehicle driving around in case anyone needs AC suddenly, anything like that. We also have DC Metro police who will escort us to the capital, and then the DC Metro police, and the DC police will keep us safe around the capital area. 

That is a day one in a nutshell. With our larger events. 

Day two we get into our awards luncheon, our annual meeting, and our reception and NCIL at night. 

For our awards luncheon, this happens in the morning around 12 PM on date 2, that's Tuesday. We will get into the big ballroom area, have some lunch. If you do have any allergies or any sensitivities, anything you listed on the registration sheet, just make sure you let someone know â€“ one of the Hyatt staff know â€“ they have a list of the accommodations and they can provide a safe meal for you. Find one of them and say, start quote hey, I am allergic to dairy, I cannot have this mozzarella and tomato salad." And they will say, "OK great we will bring you something else." 

Beware, speak up, help each other out. 

Then we will hear from Sherman Gillums Jr. on the first day at the awards luncheon, he will be our keynote. After we hear from him, he is with FEMA â€“ I am totally blanking right now â€“ after we hear from him we are going to then go into presenting our awards. 

Then we will get into a short panel. Between Theo and Rick Fredrickson's from (indiscernible), and after that we will go right into the annual meeting. Just a note, there will not be a ton of time in between everything, but if you have to take a break, if you have to do anything else, just get away... please feel free to come and go as you please. 

After the annual meeting, we pretty much have â€“ we have a DEI event that I will go into a little bit later, that's on the next page. Later on that evening we have our reception that starts at 8 PM and NCIL at night. 

Our reception is going to be, kind of like a cocktail hour feel. It will be a lot more sensory friendly than our NCIL at night with reference to lighting, sound, and noise of volume. Just so everyone knows that first hour from 8 to 9 PM is going to be more of a cocktail hour, networking, socializing. Then from nine - 11pm we will open up the dance floor. 

I will get into some accommodations that we will have new this year to help out with people. That is our reception and NCIL at night. 

In our last major event is the closing plenary which will happen on Thursday at 1 PM. We will hear from a couple people, and it will be highlighted by Alison Barkoff of the ACL. I think that will be really interesting, to hear what we're doing up at the federal level with reference to independent living. So stay tuned on that. 

Now I am going to keep moving on, and I do see we have a couple questions already. I just want to -- you to know â€“ (Reads) Do all days start at 9 AM? 

Yes, they do. Tuesday we will start the day with workshops at 9 AM, from 9 AM to 10:15. You can see this on the smaller events schedule here. Tuesday we start our workshops 9 AM,â€“10:15 a.m. Then after that we will gather in the main ballroom, have some words from our sponsors, then have a coffee break at the exhibit outside until around noon. 

After that we will head into the awards luncheon, annual meeting, the diversity, equity, accessibility event â€“ and inclusion event. 

Then we will proceed on to the head shot clinic and NCIL at night. Wednesday also starts at 9 AM, and Thursday also start at 9 AM with workshops. 

So, other smaller events... we are going to do a much more informal youth event. It will kind of be like a conversation with our Executive Director, Theo, who is also on this call. If you did register as a youth or having youth registered, we will potentially send out an email about that. We're checking in with our younger group on that. 

Our advocacy director, Jessica, will go into Hill visits as well. If you have not registered for health visit, please feel free to reach out to your representative and they will help you with scheduling help visit â€“ in person or virtual. 

And just to let everybody know, there is the prime minister that is coming into town on Wednesday, July 24. So it may be tougher to get in person Hill visits that day. What we are recommending that you do some Hill visits as you can get them, basically. 

I am going to go into a couple more questions here because they are relevant to the schedule. (Reads) Youth event. Exactly. To be determined. 

We do not have that scheduled yet because we did have the major schedule shift. We used to actually have the march and rally on Wednesday. As of two weeks ago we moved back to Monday. We are still trying to figure that out. 

The headshot the clinic. So, we put a form out ahead of time that people could sign up for a free headset with our professional photographer. -- headshot. From that you would be able to get that headshot and we could potentially use it with your approval. So just a fun perk for conference attendees. Each day, while we are on conference schedule â€“ Monday will end around 5 PM. Tuesday, the major events and at 5 PM, and the headshot clinic starts at 5:30 through 8:30, and the reception goes from 8â€“11. 

Wednesday we are pretty much ending Wednesday around 1 PM with scheduled programming, encouraging people to do virtual health visits until around 5 PM that day. I will also have â€“ Sylena, can you put the schedule in the chat online? I think that will help out too. 

Tuesday we will be ending around 2 PM (?). Then we will get into dress code, I will answer questions a little bit later on. I'm going to keep going with this for now. Then I will answer the rest of the questions that I have seen at the end. 

OK. We will keep moving on. Other aspects of the conference schedule that are just little fun additions for this year. We have a sponsored coffee hour which I Artie talked to you about, on Tuesday morning. Benny exhibits fair shortly following. The nursery also have a BIPOC -- then, this year, we also have a BIPOC market that will be run by Keri Gray and some other people. That will be located probably near the registration area, starting on Monday morning. Keep an eye out for that. Just a cool way to showcase our intersectionality between movements. 

Then we also have poster making for the march and rally. We will have posters at registration ready for you to pick up with paint markers. You can take those and create your posters, we will have a couple sayings printed. Go and look for those. If you have trouble finding posters for the march and rally, find any of the NCIL staff members or any volunteers. Anything like that. Ask us, we will know where everything is and we can guide you when you get there. 

Then we also have a raffle. A couple really cool items at our raffle this year. We have a homemade quilt, a couple gift cards, we have a book basket with all disability books in it. We will be selling raffle tickets throughout the week and raffling them off as we go. 

I'm going to pause here and answer some other questions. We have someone that wrote (Reads) I signed up for the headshot slot but have not received a confirmation. Will I receive a confirmation so I know when to show up in my timeslot? 

Yes, you will receive a confirmation within the next day or two. We are just getting that organized. I do want to also let people know that with the head shots, we are going to be doing those in a separate space. One of the workshop rooms. We are going to have all of the doors close, with signage. There will be flash photography. If you need an accommodation to not have flash photography, please let a volunteer know before you enter into the room. We do not want this to be a trigger or an ordeal for anyone, and we want to be fully accommodating for this. There will be volunteers helping out, let them know. 

I am going to hold off on my next question here. The next question (Reads) Are workshops going to be taped so we can access them after the conference? 

No, not this year. Workshops will not be taped. Potentially, we will ask some of our presenters to record their workshops after the conference. And post those recordings onto our conference website for our attendees. That is still in the planning phases. Stay tuned on that. 

Then, I think this is how can I received a headshot form? We have actually already closed the headshot form. We may be able to do that next year, hopefully. At this point, everyone who has signed up will be receiving a headshot and we cannot accept any more headshot participants. 

Then (Reads) Will there be any information on the exhibitors. We are happy to send you info on the exhibitors, we can send those out beforehand if those are helpful. The exhibitors will also be very obvious where they are. It is a smaller space that we are in in the first place. It should be pretty easy to find the exhibitors. We have even more exhibitors this year than last year. So we actually opened up another room for exhibitors as well. So make sure you visit all exhibitors will stop they are awesome and helping to support the conference too! 

The next question is (Reads) Is there any technological way to add the NCIL conference calendar into our Google or Outlook? 

That is a great question! Let me get back to you on that! I am not sure if we will be able to accommodate that this year, but I love that idea so maybe we can accommodate that next year. 

I see (Reads) Yes that would be great. I love it! 

We are going to keep moving on, and there are other questions as well. I will hold off on those just because they are coming up in the presentation. 

So next up we have available accommodations. We will have American Sign Language at every single session. And if you do need it and you have not said that you needed, they will also have a table, like an exhibitor booth, at the conference. Go find that table, and they will be more than happy to help you out as needed. That doesn't mean they will follow you around the entire time, but for the sessions. 

We also have Live Captioning Support every single session. There will be large screens with life captions running in every single room. They will also be running online as well so you can follow them on your phone, your laptop, your iPad... what ever you might need to be able to make that accommodation for you. 


We have some personal assistance. These are PAs, that are meant to help out with very basic tasks. Like help you find a room if you need help finding a workshop. We cannot provide individual specific personal assistance. We just â€“ there is not enough capacity to be able to do that. These guys will be stationed at the bottom of the escalators, so as soon as you go downstairs you will see them. They are on a first-come, first-served basis. If you do not see someone there at the time, hang out for a couple minutes and they will be right back to help you. 

We have Braille, large print, and digital formats which are the USBs devices. If you already requested them in your registration, braille and large print and that the USBs will be available at the registration area for you to pick up when you register. Please just know that we have those for the people that requested them. 

This year we are not going to require mask wearing, but we do fully encourage you to wear a mask if you would like, if that will help. We will have someone KN95s available, and disposable masks available at the registration desk as needed. We have a limited supply of them, so please, if you have your own and you want to wear your own mask, bring that with you. 

I will be wearing a mask the entire time because of my disability. 

So, we also will have noise reducing earplugs and earmuffs. This is something we are bringing in new this year after feedback from everyone last year. Because there were a lot of people that maybe wanted to take part in NCIL at night portion, but the music was too loud. Something like that. Or people just needed a little bit more sensory friendly environment. So we do have earplugs that go in here. Please do not return those. Those are yours for the keeping. 

Then, we also have earmuffs back over the year. Those will be on a signout basis. We will need those back and we will disinfect those in between each use. 

There is an additional service animal relief area that will be located on 10th St. just outside of the â€“ (Muffled Audio) â€“ if you are service animal needs to use the bathroom, you can bring them out there. If you do not know where that is where you need help finding it, please feel free to find a volunteer or NCIL staff member and they will help you find where that is. 

And, yes. DC is in Eastern time. 

A couple other accommodations. I think this might answer a couple questions I have seen already. This year we also have our sensory friendly room. This is going to be a lot more inclusive than it was in previous years. We are going to have some fidget toys, lower lighting, and other things to do. I believe we are doing some coloring areas we do ask that you keep the space quiet, and do not have any type of meetings. This is for people who need to decompress, or might just need to take a second out of the busy conference area to get rid of all of the surrounding noise environments. 

Just be aware, there will be signage for this. You will go down the escalators, then go straight up the foyer to the end of the foyer, and it will be right there. Pretty obvious with some signage. If you can't find it, again, NCIL volunteers and staff will be more than willing to help. 

We are also working with the durable medical equipment company. They are happy if anybody's equipment breaks, or if anybody needs equipment, they are happy to help out with that. 

I did see somebody ask about mobility devices and renting them. We do have a list of rentals on our website rental sources on our website. You can actually have them deliver it straight to the Hyatt and you can pick it up at the Hyatt. A lot of people rent scooters, and they put them by the front desk at the Hyatt and you can pick them up when you get there and use them throughout the week, or as long as you have rented them for. Check that out on our NCIL conference website as well. 

We are going to pause there for a moment and I will look at the Q&A. (Reads) Will the meeting rooms have braille signage? 

The meeting rooms, I believe, have braille signage on the outside, but they will not say exactly what the presentation is in that room. But they will have the signage on the outside. I believe so. Do not quote me on that but I will find out for you with the Hyatt to fully confirm that. 

Then we will also make sure that if you do need some type of extra accommodation, we will have people who can help and guide you as well. As needed. It is a little bit of a crowded space down there so just be aware of that. 

In our next question is... (Reads) Is there a NCIL app that we can download to direct and inform us as there is at the Able conference? 

Not this year. That is something we are hoping to start bringing into the future years. This year we do not have a conference app we can download. There is also not Wi-Fi in the basement, and cell service can be a little spotty. Please be aware that if you do have anything you need to download and use, if you need an accommodation for that, come find me or a NCIL staff member at the conference and we will give you an accommodation for that. 

Otherwise make sure you have everything downloaded, you can also pop up to ensure you have Wi-Fi when you need it. Then pop back downstairs. 

Great! We are going to keep moving on. I think we are making good time I haven't even looked at the clock. Hopefully y'all aren't getting tired of listening to me, and if you are I am really sorry about that! 

OK! Next up. What to bring. Cool clothing. It is hot and humid in DC. When I looked at the calendar this week it was about 97 today in DC. Next week is not supposed to be quite so hot. I am seeing 87Â°F. But it is also very humid, so please just make sure that you bring cool clothing. Bring a hat. If you have a fan that goes around your neck or something like that, bring sunglasses, whatever you need to keep yourself cool. 

We will have emergency supplies, but I would love to have everybody prepare ahead of time so that we can use those as emergency supplies. 

Then, on the flip side of that, I want you also to bring a sweater or two. The Hyatt air conditioning can be very strong, and it can be called down in the conference space and area. So make sure, you bring a sweater because you make a chili if you're wearing shorts and a T-shirt. To each their own. 

We will have water on hand but it is always good to have your own water bottle so that you know you don't necessarily have to go find someone every time you need a sip of water. 

I already mentioned hat and sunglasses and cooling items. And then sunscreen and bug spray. We are a sent free conference. If you do bring sunscreen and bug spray, please make sure it is unscented. That is something we pride ourselves on, so make sure it is unscented. 

Somebody had asked what clothing items to bring, what is the dress code kind of thing... so, dress code is whatever you wanted to be. We do not have a dress code. I usually like to bring, if I have Hill meetings: business casual type of draft. If I am hanging out at the conference, I like to be comfortable. It's whatever you want to be. A lot of people wear jeans or shorts and T-shirts. Nice shirts. It's really up to you. I also like to bring a fun party outfit for the reception, and the NCIL at night party. 

So, it's really designated by you. If you are a fancy, dress-up personâ€“go for it! If you are a person who loves wearing sweats and pajamas â€“ all you! 

I would also suggest bringing in some notetaking items, I think that there is going to be a ton of awesome information shared, and I want you all to come away with some really good stuff and contacts. 

If you do use a wheelchair or mobility device, don't forget the charger if it's electronic. Take sure you charge it before the march and rally. That is one thing we are stressing this year because previously the march and rally has been in the morning, and a lot of people charge their devices overnight. This time it is in the afternoon so the devices may have already worn down a little bit with the charge by that point. We will have about two hours in between our last session and the march and rally. Plug-in your devices. Grab some lunch and plug it in. 

Then earplugs and headphones, if you would like your own â€“ we have a couple of those as an accommodation â€” but bring your own if you know you are someone who likes to use that device. Bring it with you if you can. 

And I mentioned the mask already. Definitely bring your own mask if you are able to. If you know, "Hey, I will be wearing a mask the whole time." Bring it with you. 

Then my favorite part about this: a positive and inquisitive attitude. I want people to enjoy themselves. But I also want you to learn and grow from each other, and unite over what we are talking about and doing. So bring that curiosity with you. 

Then, make sure you stay positive throughout. There will always be things that are difficult and challenging. We try to make this as accommodating of a conference as possible, but sometimes there are things that may not be accommodating for you. Or you may have challenges. We are so open to suggestions and thoughts, so just come find us. If we can figure it out we will absolutely try our best to do it, if we cannot, we will figure it out for next year. 

Keep that positive attitude, and even if something does get frustrating with it. 

OK. We have one more slide, and then I will open it up â€“ actually, I think I will see if Theo wants to say anything and then I will open it up to question and answer. 

What's not to bring. Two things on this list. Any preconceived notions or ideas. I want everybody to come open. Open to learning, and open to each other and each other's views and thoughts. 

You may have been to a conference before, great! I love it! I want this to be a new experience for you too. If you have never been to a conference before, I want this to be an awesome experience. 

And then, anything scented or fragranced. Please make sure you do not bring anything scented or fragranced. We are so strong on this. We may even ask someone to leave the area if they are very strong scented or fragranced. If we do ask you to do that, please just realize that this is because it is a fully disability inclusive conference, and some people are sensitive to that. To the point where they would not be able to participate with anything of that sort in the area. So, leave that at home. Perfume, you do not need it. Look for this conference at least. 

Theo, do you want to say something now? Or do you want to say something after the Q&A? 

THEO BRADDY: 
I can do it now. Do I need to be pinned or something like that? 

JENNY SICHEL: 
Just did it! 

THEO BRADDY: 
You are so efficient! Doing such a great job. 

JENNY SICHEL: 
I try (Laughs) 

THEO BRADDY: 
We have about hundred and 15 people here and that is great. Because you are all going to benefit of what you know and what not to do. I want to talk about that real quick. I learned from this: make a checklist. 

I went one time and I forgot my transferable so do not be stupid like me. Make a checklist. Go through the checklist before you get to DC and you forget something. 

I am excited about meeting all of you. I want to encourage, if you see me, tell me on my shoulder. Talk to me! I want to talk to you all, I want to chat with you all, I want to take a picture with you all, I want to do all of those things. 

There is something wonderful about a gathering of people with like-mindedness. It's wonderful chatting with people who you know you can be yourself with. But not only that, you can net work with. Come with that mindset like Jenny mentioned, of networking with people. There will be some pioneers, some leaders there, some people who have been doing this stuff a long time. There is going to be some young folks there. And please, young folks, I want to meet all y'all so we can plan something and get together. 

But do something that I did not do when I first started doing this â€“ I admired her, I admired her from afar, and I didn't talk to her. I have learned from that, not to make that mistake. People want to engage, and want to share their wisdom, they want to have a conversation with you. There are going to be some people from the federal government, from the federal agencies, the Commissioner, administrative â€“ ACL, administrative community living... There's going to be a bunch of people there. (Name), my goodness. These are people who have been around forever, doing some wonderful work. And then we have these new leaders who are emerging. Talk to these people, come up and meet them. 

I want to encourage you to do that. It is going to be â€“ (Audio Issues) â€“ it will take some time, but do not hesitate to talk to me and just say, "Hey, I was on that webinar and you said you would talk to me." Say that to me. I will probably be in the sensory room. I am looking forward to this conference, it will hit different. I keep saying that. This will be something different. But for the most part, it is going to be something where you can come, have a good time, meet some folks, learn some things, do workshops. Some great workshop! 

But more than anything else, just come and be a part of going back to the future. We learn, we made some mistakes, but we did some things right. So we will improve on the mistakes, and we will enhance in a major way the things that we did right. 

I am looking forward to meeting each and every one of you. So if you have got some questions, Jenny, go ahead! 

JENNY SICHEL: 
Awesome! Thank you so much, Theo. 

We are going to get into some questions and answers now. Our first... sorry, I have a little tickle in my throat just give me one moment. 

OK, back! 

Our first one is (Reads) Will we get a copy of this list? 

Yes, we will send this out to all of you so you can know what to bring and what to expect at the conference. 

One thing I did want to mention before I forget is that if you are staying at the Hyatt, there is a $20 hotel, destination... kind of, fee for that. That you paid when you registered. Please make sure â€“ it is called the destination rate. Please make sure you check out what sort of things you get with the destination fee because it is â€“ you get a $10 daily food and beverage credit at the bar at the Hyatt. You get to complementry bottles of water, you get $70 plus discount on monuments and memorials... Chromecast, preloaded Metro card... take a look at that list. 

If you are not staying at the Hyatt, there is a Metro station right by the Hyatt. It's pretty accessible. There are also Ubers, accessible Ubers. Taxis. In the past Uber and taxis worked together to make sure that vehicles came in a decent amount of time. So it is also an option. 

On the topic of transportation, there is not free parking at the hotel. As it is very near the capital, and I think (Name) put it in the chat, about 1.2 miles is the March. It's actually 1.1 miles. But it is very close to the capital so there is not free parking. I would recommend if you're driving, there is a parking garage across the street from the Hyatt that is pretty inexpensive. There is also parking garage connected to the Hyatt that is cheaper than if you were to valet (?) to the Hyatt. 

(Reads) Will there be a list of nearby eating places. 

We do not have a list, that is maybe something we look into for next year. I believe that the hotel does have a list, so if you wanted to go to the concierge area at the hotel I am sure they would be more than happy to give you a list of nearby eateries. 

Next question. (Reads) Are there any (indiscernible) size restrictions? 

We understand you may have larger bags, smaller bags... we do not have baggage size restrictions. It is a grassroots conference. It is going to be for advocates and for everyone. It's not a super high profile thing that is going on. Just come, enjoy yourself, bring what you need with you. 

(reads) do you have conference hashtags for Facebook or LinkedIn? Yes, we at the main conference #SocialMediaForTherapists we will be using this year, and Sylena will put it in the chat. It is #NCIL2024. #NCIL2024. 

Anything you post on that â€“ and I will go over this at the opening plenary to, but you can tag NCIL on any of the platforms. 

THEO BRADDY: 
I'm going to throw in 'Back to the future' too. 

JENNY SICHEL: 
Can we do back to the future 2024? Let's do that one too. That way we don't get it mixed up with back to the future. Awesome! 

Next question. 

(Reads) Will there be captioning at the rally? 

Yes, we will have a QR code that links to the cart captioning. All of the volunteers will have it at the rally. If you want to use captions at the rally, just scan at that QR code on your personal device and you will get captions as well.
